        This week we launch a series of two programs on the  
campaign for governor, beginning with State Representative 
Lang Sias who is running with Republican candidate Walker 
Stapleton.  Lieutenant Governor Donna Lynne will be speaking 
on behalf of Democratic Congressman Jared Polis on Oct. 11th.  
        In this yearôs race for governor the issues are many and the  
contrasts are stark. Key campaign issues include: state fiscal  
controversies such as funding for education, transportation and the 
stateôs share of Medicaid; energy development; jobs and growth; 
water; health care; and the role of localities in immigration law  
enforcement. 
        Walker Stapleton is a fourth generation Coloradan who is  
completing his second term as state treasurer.  Previously he worked 
in the startup tech world in California as CEO and CFO of several 
public and private companies.  In a state that he sees as increasingly 
driven by special interests and top-down government bloat, Walker is 
focused on protecting the financial well-being of Colorado families 
and businesses.  He believes that strong and proven economic  
stewardship is vital to building a better future for his children and 
yours. 
        State Representative Lang Sias (R-Arvada), has earned a  
reputation as a bipartisan lawmaker who gets things done for  
Colorado.  He authored successful bipartisan legislation reforming 
parts of Coloradoôs healthcare system that brought more transparency 
to healthcare costs for consumers.  During his time in the General 
Assembly, Lang authored 19 bills that have become law, most with 
bipartisan support.  
        Lang served in the U.S. military from 1986 through 2015,  
retiring as a Lieutenant Colonel.  He became a Navy FA-18 pilot  
serving multiple deployments in the Middle East. Rep. Sias holds a 
J.D. from the University of Michigan Law School, an M.S. from the 
London School of Economics and a B.A. from Vassar College.  He 
resides in Arvada with their three children.

ñColorado Oil & Gas Issues ò 

        For 40 years Patrick Quinn, a Certified Public Accountant, has 
served as a financial and chief executive officer to a variety of  
companies ranging from startups to public companies with over $3 
billion in assets.  Throughout his career Pat has used the skills he 
learned in the business world to provide public service.  He served as 
Mayor of the City and County of Broomfield from 2007 through 
2013, and on both Governor Hickenlooperôs 2014 Oil and Gas Task 
Force and the Broomfield Comprehensive Plan Update Committee for 
Oil and Gas in 2016 (ñTask Forceò).  He also served as a member and 
Chairman of both Boulder and Broomfield Countyôs open space com-
mittees as they developed their nationally recognized open space pro-
grams. 
        Colorado Proposition 112, the November ballot proposed  
increase in oil and gas setbacks, has brought to the spotlight the  
tension between the property rights of the mineral owners and the 
safety concerns of our ever-expanding suburban communities.  Pat 
will discuss the multitude of issues that arise when oil and gas  
development is at your front door and how Broomfield evaluated and 
addressed these issues. 
        In 2013 Sovereign Oil and Gas negotiated a Memorandum of 
Understanding (ñMOUò) with Broomfield when Sovereign had plans 
to drill less than 10 wells on several pads.  By 2016, Extraction Oil & 
Gas acquired the drilling locations from Sovereign with the intent to 
drill over 100 wells on four of the approved pads.  This unexpected 
increase quickly became controversial.  Broomfield responded by 
forming the Task Force in 2017.  Pat will discuss how the Task Force 
reached consensus to supplement current state oil and gas  
development regulations with local regulations in Broomfield.  He 
will also discuss the expected impact of Ballot Issue 301, passed by 
the Broomfield voters in 2017, which require oil and gas development 
to protect the public's health, safety and welfare, and to safeguard the 
environment and wildlife resources.  Lastly, Pat will share his 
thoughts on the proposed 2500-foot setbacks required by 112.
